Litlington Edge is nestled in the quaint village of
Litlington. It gives you all the tranquillity of rural life
in the sleepy Cambridgeshire countryside. And yet
you have the convenience of town and city living
close at hand. These sensitively designed homes
are just 14 miles southwest of iconic Cambridge
and three miles northwest of the historic town of
Royston. And with trains from Royston to Kings
Cross taking just over an hour, commuting to the
capital is an option.

We have 11 of the 22 brand news homes at
Litlington Edge available to buy on a shared
ownership basis (see page 25 for details). Which
makes buying in this idyllic location a more
affordable option. With three 4-bed, four 3-bed
and four 2-bed properties available, there’s a place
for you here, whether you’re buying as a couple or
a small or growing family.

Each property has striking architecture, designed

to be in keeping with local properties, plus a flexible
layout and clean-lined neutral finishes. So you can
begin adding your own style straightaway. And with
a private garden, there’s plenty of space for alfresco
entertaining, relaxing with a book or kicking a ball
around.

At Litlington Edge, you’re only four miles from
Royston train station, eight miles from the A1

and 14 miles from the M11. Which makes travelling
further afield straightforward, whether you’re
heading into London, out to the coast or up to
cities such as Peterborough.

Buying a percentage means you’ll need a smaller
deposit and a smaller mortgage. You can start by
buying a share of between 25% to 75%. Once
you’ve moved in, you can carry on buying more
shares — if you choose to and can afford it — until
you own your home 100%.

Great outdoors

Litlington is set amid wide open
countryside dotted with pretty
villages and is close to wildlife-rich
nature reserves such as Therfield
Heath and RSPB Fowlmere. Ashwell
Street Byway, an ancient 3km trail,
runs just south of the village and is
ideal for walks and bike rides.

There are several primary schools
with a good or outstanding Ofsted
rating within three miles of Litlington
Edge, and a preschool in the village
hall. Royston’s King James Academy
has a good Ofsted rating and is for
years 5 to 11. And there’s lots to do
nearby to keep all ages entertained,
from soft play to paintballing to
performing arts.

Enjoy a laid-back rural lifestyle with easy access to towns and cities

Litlington Edge sits among rolling fields but has excellent transport links. Set just off the A505,

it’s only eight miles from the A1, which whisks you up to Peterborough and the North and down to London.

And it’s only 14 miles from the M11 for Chelmsford, west London and the coast.

Just four miles away is Royston train station, with fast, direct links to Cambridge and Kings Cross. And there

are bus stops in the village with routes into Royston and other local villages. For foreign trips, you can reach

London Luton Airport or Stansted Airport in less than 45 minutes.
