Homes have been designed to meet Lifetime Homes
Standards resulting in large internal areas, parking
spaces within 50 metres of homes, level thresholds,
large ground floor WC/utility/wet rooms, wide porches
and generous circulation spaces. The homes have a
variety of layouts to suit different uses and the majority
are orientated east-west, ensuring that they have
private sunny gardens and well-lit interiors.

Now fully complete, this award-winning development
has been recognised as best-in-class for a sustainable,
affordable new community.
